Staging your boat for showing is a very crucial step.  When we perform the pre-list condition check we will give you a check list containing suggestions on what you may do to enhance the presentation of the boat.  Certain steps should be taken before putting the boat on the market.  These include:

· Lockers as empty as possible

· Bunks Made

· Tables - use placemats or flowers

· No construction projects

· Everything in its place

· Canvas should be in good condition or removed

· Holding tank empty and treated for odors

· Bilges dry and clean

· Repair any leaks

· Engine and engine room clean free of oil and rust

The following is a "pre-survey" check list that has been prepared by Capt. Kanter and provided to us by Capt. Jon Sheller of Sheller Engineering Associates.  This check list will help your boat go through the survey process with little surprises saving time and expense for both the seller and the buyer.  

· The owner or his representative has given written permission for the survey

· The broker's listing has been made available to the surveyor

· Owner's manuals and service records are aboard

· Registration and/or documentation is aboard

· All safety equipment as required by the Coast Guard (PFD's, fire extinguishers, etc.) are aboard

· Winter covers have been removed

· Keys or combinations of the locks and the ignition key are available

· Batteries are charged and AC power is available

· Electronics are installed

· Water tanks are sufficiently filled to test water systems

· Toilets are clean and ready to test

· Bilges are dry and clean and bilge pumps are operational

· The owner/broker has been requested not to hose down the vessel on the day of the survey as this precludes reliable moisture meter readings

· If hauling and/or launching are required, appropriate arrangements have been made in advance with the boatyard or marina

· If a sea trial is required, appropriate arrangements have been made in advance

· The vessel must be operated by the owner or his/her authorized representative (captain)

· The owner has the vessel adequately insured

· Sufficient fuel is on board to operate the vessel for at least two hours

· The engines are ready and fluid levels have been checked

· Sufficient crew is available to handle the vessel and dock lines with involving surveyor"
